What have we been doing?
Oak:

This week the children have been exploring their new classroom. Our new
starters have settled brilliantly and are proving to be hard working and happy
additions to the class. Oak Class are taking the responsibility of being the ‘older’
pupils and making sure they look after the younger children. We have been
thinking about being kind and sharing.

Sycamore:

We were all so excited to be back together! We have been working on our class
display during Art sessions and learning about new beginnings in RE. We enjoyed
learning ball skills in PE and the highlight of our week was listening to South
African music!
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Ash:

We have been working on our times tables and learning about St Francis of Assisi
which has inspired some amazing art! We have used our British Value knowledge
of Rule of Law to create our Class Charter which sets out the rules and
expectations of behaviour in our class.
